15. Center one 3-1/2" x 80" Pink Stripe strip on one side of the quilt top. Start sewing the strip a 4" from the top edge
of the quilt top and stop a %" from the bottom edge. DO NOT TRIM THE EXCESS. Repeat with the other side (Fig. 20).

16. Repeat with the two 3-1/2" x 65" Pink Stripe strips and the top and bottom of
the quilt top, making sure to stop and start 1/4" away from each end of the quilt top (Fig. 21).
